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Pupil Champion Supporter Role Descriptor
Purpose: Pupil Champion Supporters help students share their thoughts and ideas. They guide and support students so their voices are heard by school leaders and the Trust.
This role makes sure student voices help shape decisions in school and across the Trust.
The Key Responsibilities of a Pupil Champion Supporter: 
Supporters work with Pupil Champions to help them do their job well. They:
· Support and encourage students to build confidence and learn how to speak up and lead.
· Help plan and run activities like surveys or group chats to hear from many students.
· Help students write a simple report each term that shares what other students think.
· Help students share important messages from meetings in ways their classmates understand.
· Help others in school learn about the CCC and Pupil Champion role to get more students involved.
· Make sure all student activities are safe, respectful, and follow school rules.
How the Role Works in Different Schools
· In primary schools, Supporters help younger students share their ideas and may speak with them.
· In secondary schools, Supporters guide students but let them lead more on their own.
Who Can Be a Pupil Champion Supporter?
Supporters are usually part of the CCC and should be:
· Excited about helping students speak up
· Good at talking and helping others share ideas
· Trusted by both students and staff
· Willing to help students become leaders
